TOP-DOWN

Collecting technical rules, procedures
and standards already developed for the
commercial use of drones worldwide.
AW-Drones will focus on how the standards
are covering all the operational requirements,
how local rules and procedures integrate
and enforce the European regulation, and
to what extent they are validated and
accepted. A strong link will be established
with the major standard making bodies (e.g.
EUROCAE, RTCA, ASTM, ISO, ASD-STAN...).

BOTTOM-UP

Committing with key stakeholders and
end-users to ensure that standards are
adequate and as agreed upon as possible.
AW-Drones will consult with drone
sector experts, including manufacturers,
regulators, operators, researchers, and
standard making bodies.

They will look at the project results to
support the harmonisation of standards,
rules and procedures.
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The lack of harmonised standards is holding back
the development of drone-related business, both
at a global level and in Europe.

After collecting technical standards, rules and
procedures, AW-Drones will critically assess their
compliance to existing and foreseen regulations.

This will lead to the identification of a set of best
practices, gaps and bottlenecks, as complete as
possible, for the safe use of civilian drones in the EU.

Several studies and surveys (e.g. the
European Drones Outlook Study, issued
by SESAR) identify a reliable regulatory
and standardisation framework as one
of the main potential boosters for the
drone business.

Therefore, to foster the growth of a safe drone
usage, there is a need to implement coherent and
